The aim of the programme is reduce vunerability to child abuse and bullying through the provision of personal safety education for children and training for teachers, school management boards and parents.

Rationale for the Stay Safe programme
Child abuse has no boundaries.  It occurs at every socioeconomic level, crosses ethnic and cultural lines, and is found within all religions and at all levels of education.
