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School Attendance Policy

In Scoil Mhuire, Mount Sackville we recognise the importance of punctuality and school attendance.

The following strategies are  in place: 
· We reward good attendance with positive affirmation

· As stated in the Code of Behaviour and in the School Journal (School Rules) when a child returns to school, parents are expected to write a note in School Journal informing the teacher of the reason for a child’s absence
· We use the Aladdin Schools System in Scoil Mhuire, Mount Sackville. Reasons for Absenteeism are entered by the class teacher.
· The School Principal contacts parents on a regular basis highlighting the importance of 
(a) School Attendance (b) Lateness (c) Notes re absence and early leave
· We follow Túsla Guidelines and forward the Absence Report Annually
Appropriate contact will take place between the school and parents/guardians of children: 
· For seriously irregular absenteeism, the Principal will contact the parents to discuss the problem

· For chronic absenteeism the Principal will inform Túsla and notify the parents/guardians of this by letter
Transfers to and from Scoil Mhuire Mount Sackville

1.  Attendance, behaviour and academic records of children who transfer to another primary school will be forwarded to the Principal of the school by post as soon as written confirmation of this transfer is received.
2.  Attendance, behaviour and academic records of children who transfer into Scoil Mhuire Mount Sackville will be sought directly from the previous school.

3. Attendance, behaviour and Academic records of pupils transferring to secondary schools will be sent to the schools once enrolment has been confirmed.
